Year 9 is an important year for your son. Students take
their KS3 tests in May. The results of which are often
taken into consideration when determining set and teach-
ing groups in KS4.

In KS4 all students study six Core GCSE subjects. These
are ~ Science Dual Award, (worth two GCSEs), English
Language, English Literature, Maths and RE. In addition
most students study 3 other GCSEs.

In Year 9 towards the end of the Spring Term, students
choose their Options for KS4. It is very important that
they work hard in all their subjects because there is real
competition for places when they choose their additional
GCSE Subjects.

At Burnage High School we work very hard to support
your son in making decisions that affect his future life.

In Year 7 he should spend about an hour each evening on his

subject homework. This should increase each year. By Year

11 your son should be spending 3 hours each evening and an-
other 3 -5 hours at the weekend on his subject homework.

Your son will be given a Homework Organiser each term. In
this he should write down each Subject Homework he is given
and when it is due into school.

Reading Homework Is So Important!

All students should aim to read a book for 30 minutes each
evening. This is in addition to the time he should spend on
his subject homework. Reading is absolutely crucial for
helping your son to develop his literacy skills , to help him
to understand sentence structures and to develop a wider
vocabulary.

Suitable reading would be fiction or non -fiction and in or-
der to help your son to develop his understanding, ask him
about the reading he has done. Encourage him to tell you
the new words he has learnt and what he has enjoyed when
reading.

Revision Homework Is Looking Again

Spending time each day thinking, talking or making notes
about what he has learned in his lessons is really important
for helping your son to firm up his learning.

This does not have to be a difficult task but by talking with
him each day, asking him about what he has enjoyed, what
new skills or learning he has achieved are all really impor-
tant ways that you can help your son with his learning. If
he can tell you about what he has learned he will be looking
again at his learning, by explaining it to you he will firm up
his thinking about what he has done and it will also help to
develop his confidence and self -esteem. Let him be a
teacher and explain a difficult topic to you. This will help
his confidence and self esteerzs
